The Lincoln

•   Although a simple design, this home is completely optimised 

(wall lengths, wall heights, sizing and placement of openings) 

•   A huge savings in labor was achieved by nailing Hardi board  

directly to the webs and avoiding having to fur out, as is the 

case with CMU. The Logix walls were able to be constructed 

The ICF walls were braced using 2x4s and 2x6s, and then that 

lumber was used for the inside framing.

•   At the end of this install, there were only two wheelbarrows of 

waste. Smaller HVAC units were required and the homeowner is 

thrilled, as his electric bill for August was a mere $85, including 

cooling. He also loves how quiet the home is.
